There was lengthy robust debate with views expressed both for and against this
additional parallel process being introduced at this stage in the LTCCP
developmental process.

It was commented that the document was drafted for public consultation and that the
next step was to get feedback from the community. It was further stated that the
Portfolio Committees worked through the budget envelope in August/September 2005
and that was the opportunity to review expenditure and levels of service.

Another view expressed by some Councillors was that this review of expenditure and
levels of service by the Finance and Audit Committee fitted within that Committee’s
terms of reference and was an appropriate process at this stage to ensure that the
Council was treating the issues seriously and was doing everything to minimise rate
increases for its communities.

In response to questions about rating increases on both urban and rural properties,
Mr Thomas advised that increases varied between districts. A Christchurch city
property valued at $270,000 would incur an approximate $37 increase per annum,
with $17 being a public passenger transport increase. A Waitaki property with a
capital value of $3.5M would incur an approximate $834 increase with $270 being a
specific Pests Rate.

Christchurch City Council

PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to seek Council adoption of “A Joint Christchurch City Council
and Environment Canterbury Planning and Consents Protocol for Surface Water
Management” (the Protocol) between Christchurch City Council (CCC) and Environment
Canterbury (ECan). The Protocol provides principles and agreed practices for the
development of an integrated catchment management approach for Christchurch’s surface
water.

ATTACHMENTS OR DOCUMENTS PREVIOUSLY CIRCULATED

A presentation was made at the Joint CCC/ECan Committee on 28 February 2006.
A copy of the Protocol is attached.

BACKGROUND

CCC currently holds over 100 resource consents, incorporating over 800 conditions, for the
operation and maintenance of the City’s land drainage system. A change in focus from
individual sites to a catchment-wide approach is required to improve in surface water quality.

The Protocol has been developed to provide an agreed approach on how the two councils
will work together to achieve integrated catchment management. The Protocol is intended to
be a “living document” and will act as a guide for Council processes as the first Integrated
Catchment Management Plan (ICMP), for South West Christchurch, is developed. The
Protocol is a non-statutory document.

THE PROPOSAL

The Protocol sets out a number of Key Principles and Agreed Practices that provide the
basis for the integrated approach.

Key Principles outlined in the Protocol include:
e Integrated Land Use Planning — land use planning will consider catchment-wide impacts
and incorporate surface water management into planning decision-making.

e Interim Consenting — Environment Canterbury will continue to process applications on a
site-by-site basis until an ICMP is in place.
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e Interim Arrangements for Integrating Discharge Permits and Subdivision Consents — in
the absence of an ICMP, subdivision consents and discharge permits shall be applied
for at the same time and joint hearings held.

e Proposed Natural Resources Regional Plan (PNRRP) Requirements — implementation
of the Protocol shall reflect Rule WQL7 of the PNRRP, but without prejudicing CCC’s
right to argue its submissions on PNRRP provisions. It is expected that the Protocol will
be amended during the life of the PNRRP and will still be used once the PNRRP is
operative.

e Rule WQL7 - this rule concerns the discharge of stormwater within areas covered by an
ICMP. CCC will apply for consents under this rule and the two Councils will work
together to co-ordinate pre-application advice and, during processing, ensure that the
appropriate scale of assessment is provided.

Agreed Practices outlined in the Protocol include:

o Ensuring that actions governed by the Protocol are consistent with the PNRRP.

e  Prioritising catchments within Christchurch for preparation of ICMPs and applications for
catchment-wide consents.

e Continuing to process applications for individual discharges until catchment-wide
consents are obtained.

e CCC and ECan focus on catchment-wide management rather than individual non-
compliances.

e Taking sewer overflows into account when preparing ICMPs.

e Surrendering relevant existing discharge permits once catchment-wide consents have
been obtained.

e Using a pilot area for preparation of an ICMP and catchment-wide consent process.

e Authorisation by CCC of discharges into the stormwater network system where
catchment-wide consents have been obtained.

The Protocol has been developed to encompass the area within the Christchurch City
boundary. Banks Peninsula areas have not been prioritised in the Protocol, however,
extension of the Key Principles and Agreed Practices would be readily applicable to the
wider Banks Peninsula area.

It is recognised that the Protocol will need to be a living document that can be updated when
necessary, e.g. when the pilot ICMP (for South West Christchurch) has been prepared. In its
current form the Protocol recognises that a number of issues remain outstanding and cannot
be confirmed until they have been worked through during the development of the first ICMP.

CONSISTENCY WITH EXISTING POLICY, PLANS OR LEGISLATION

The Proposed Natural Resources Regional Plan provides policies and rules that promote
integrated catchment management and sets out the requirements for ICMPs. This
complements the CCC approach to managing Christchurch’s waterways by addressing
ecological, landscape, recreation, cultural, heritage, and drainage values. This approach has
replaced the traditional one, focused primarily on drainage.

VIEWS OF AFFECTED AND INTERESTED PARTIES

A public consultation process has been carried out on the draft Protocol and Councillors
have been advised of the Protocol at the Joint ECan/CCC Meeting on 28 February 2006 and
at the CCC Councillor Seminar on 14 March 2006. The draft document has been amended
to incorporate feedback from the public and Councillors.
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FINANCIAL AND LEGAL CONSIDERATIONS

The Protocol will commit both Councils to providing resources. Each Council will need to
ensure that relevant staff are well informed on the agreed principles and practices set out in
the Protocol and that they are able to commit time to its implementation.

Environment Canterbury staff will be expected to provide pre-application advice, give clear
direction to developers, and work with CCC staff in the development of ICMPs (particularly
for the pilot ICMP for South West Christchurch).

CCC will need to review planning procedures to better co-ordinate land use planning with
catchment planning. To improve surface water quality, CCC will also need to commit to
significant upgrading of some waterways, including the installation of new infrastructure.
Funding for the pilot ICMP (South West Christchurch) has been anticipated through the
LTCCP process. It is recognised that considerable funding will be required for CCC to work
methodically towards improving surface water quality across the City and that future LTCCP
funding requirements will be better informed as the pilot ICMP progresses.

In advance of the PNRRP becoming operative, the Protocol encourages interaction and
information exchange between the two Councils, and provides detail on where
responsibilities lie, and how ICMPs will be developed. This will help to reduce the
uncertainty that interim arrangements can bring.

The Protocol supports the “no surprises” provision in the Canterbury Local Authorities
Triennial Agreement between Councils, by setting out agreed processes for dealing with
issues arising from surface water management.

BACKGROUND

The Community Charter is a short, concise, high-level document that introduces the
principles and goals for the draft Greater Christchurch Urban Development Strategy that will
follow in June/July 2006. The Charter is the bridge between the April 2005 consultation with
the community on the options and the draft Strategy. It is a major milestone and is the next
step in the process, it provides the framework for the development of a comprehensive
Strategy.

The content of the Charter is based on, and reflects, the feedback received through the
options consultation. It is also consistent with the visioning work carried out with the Forum in
2004, the community outcomes of each partner Council and the policy objectives outlined
within the City, District and Regional Plans, and the corporate goals of Transit NZ.

The Charter will be released to the public, but will not involve any formal consultation process
because as stated, it reflects the feedback received from the public.

The Charter will be launched at the end of April and will be supported by a number of

communications initiatives. The target audience will include the strategic partners, key
stakeholders, and residents.

The Greater Christchurch Urban Development Strategy will improve the quality
of life for people by focusing on defining clear boundaries between urban and
rural areas and developing existing urban areas in a more concentrated form.



1 Introduction

The purpose of this document is to set out the guiding principles and directions for the Greater Christchurch Urban
Development Strategy for today and 30 years into the future. Itis a further step in defining the Strategy and draws on
the results of the consultation with the community on options for how Greater Christchurch should grow. It is the
statement of intent describing what the Councils and Transit New Zealand intend the Strategy will seek to achieve.

The Greater Christchurch Urban Development Strategy (the Strategy) is a collaborative project involving the
Waimakariri and Selwyn District Councils, Christchurch City Council (including the former Banks Peninsula District
Council), Environment Canterbury (the Regional Council) and Transit New Zealand.

The councils meet regularly with a cross section of local leaders drawn from the community, business and government
organisations as a group called the Greater Christchurch Urban Development Strategy Forum. Although the Forum
guides the project, it is appropriate that the Greater Christchurch community set the vision and direction for developing
and implementing the Strategy.

The Greater Christchurch area covers Christchurch City and Lyttelton Harbour basin; and includes Waimakariri District
north to the Ashley River and Selwyn District south to the Selwyn River. (Insert map)

Developing this long-range Strategy is a new way for councils and the community to work together; a new approach to
strategic planning. The Strategy must consider the complexity and interrelationships of issues around integrating land
use and infrastructure (especially transport, water and energy) while giving effect to the social, cultural, economic and
environmental values and aspirations of the Greater Christchurch communities. This is an opportunity to provide
leadership and governance on these issues for the people, Tangata Whenua, councils and strategic partners of Greater
Christchurch.

The Charter recognises that the Strategy needs to satisfy four expectations:

1. Of the community, who asked for the protection and enhancement of
- the aquifers, ecological values, and outstanding natural and rural landscapes
- productive rural land
- existing urban centres and their development

What the community said

The values expressed by the community provide the vision, creating the picture of what Greater Christchurch should
look like in 30 years.
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In April 2005, the community were asked to consider four options showing how Greater Christchurch could grow. The
community said it was most important for Councils to continue working together to produce a robust and clear strategic
plan. Also clear was the importance of protecting our rural areas, while enhancing the quality of our urban areas - all
of which make Greater Christchurch such a great place in which to live, work and play.

What stood out was that the people of Greater Christchurch shared a number of major concerns regardless of where
they live, particularly:

= concentrating development patterns by focusing on well defined urban centres and towns

= drawing a defined boundary between urban and rural areas

= preserving, creating and linking urban and rural open space including parks and recreation areas
= protecting outstanding landscapes including rural outlooks

= protecting the quality and quantity of groundwater and surface water

= maintaining the character of our communities

= protecting and enhancing ecological systems

= reducing and preventing air, land and water pollution

= maintaining a secure and productive resource base including minimising the loss of productive land
= having more transport options, particularly walking, cycling and public transport

= moving goods and people efficiently, making effective use of transportation and service corridors
= ensuring good stewardship of land, sites and structures with cultural heritage value

= ensuring adequate, affordable and appropriate housing

Guiding Principles

These principles underpin and provide context for the Strategy, and shape and guide decisions on planning, transport
and infrastructure investment. They will also guide the actions of the Strategy as it is implemented.

Using the information gathered from the consultation feedback, the assessment criteria developed for the Options
process and relevant guiding national policy documents, particularly the Sustainable Development for New Zealand
Programme of Action (January 2003), this Charter sets the principles for balancing social, cultural, economic and
environmental goals.

BACKGROUND

The Biosecurity Central Regional Government Forum (BCR) has asked MAF to seek the
views of each regional council about a coordinated marine pest management model
produced by the Undaria working group (a sub-group of the Central Regional Government

Biosecurity Coordination Group), and to report back to the next forum.

The Council has accordingly received a questionnaire designed to determine its support for
this proposal with a request that a formal electronic response be made by 31 March 2006.

The questionnaire is seeking:

1 Council’s overall view of the Undaria partnership model and level of support

2 A statement of the tangible commitment ECan is prepared to make to implement the
proposed partnership model short term

3 A statement of the tangible commitment ECan is prepared to make to implement the

proposed partnership model in the medium to long term.

The responses to this questionnaire are intended to form that basis of further marine
biosecurity programmes. In this respect they may be regarded as precedent setting.

The model put forward by the working group involves regional councils as a major contributor
for marine biosecurity programmes.

THE PROPOSAL

A draft response to the proposed marine biosecurity model is contained in the attached
questionnaire (Attachment 2). If approved by Council this will be sent to MAF.

CONSIDERATION OF OPTIONS

Marine biosecurity is of paramount importance to New Zealand'’s future wellbeing, and action
in this area is well overdue. However, staff recommend that the proposed response model be
only supported in part. Staff concerns are:

¢ the potentially huge scale of marine biosecurity surveillance and control programmes and
the magnitude of resources required to undertake these programmes

¢ the inappropriateness of funding from regional rates when the marine environment is a
national commons owned by the Crown

o the potential for varying levels of response between regions and, given the invasive
nature of marine pests, the potential for pests to spread between regions if one region
chooses to take no action

o the efficiency of undertaking control at regional level rather than creating capacity at a
national level and deploying resources as required

¢ the current lack of clarity on roles and responsibilities surrounding marine biosecurity.

The proposed use of the provisions of the Resource Management Act 1991 (RMA) to
manage marine pests may be appropriate in some circumstances. For example, surveillance
conditions may be able to be incorporated into consent conditions for activities in the coastal
marine area. If the provisions of the RMA are to be used through regional coastal plans or
coastal permits, this issue should also be addressed in a consistent manner through the New
Zealand Coastal Policy Statement (which is currently under review). However, the powers for
rapid responses to any new incursions remain with central government under the Biosecurity
Act.

The Council may choose to not support any part of the proposed model. This option is not
recommended as the issue is an important one and regional councils may have a relatively
minor part to play in support of national initiatives.

The Council may choose to fully support the proposed model. This option is not
recommended for the reasons outlined above.

FINANCIAL

If the model suggested by BNZ were adopted, the financial implications would be very
significant. At this stage it is too early to estimate these costs.

CONCLUSIONS

It is appropriate that Marine pest management remain coordinated at a national level, and
that emphasis be given to defining roles and responsibilities particularly in relation to vector
management. Regional Councils have clearly defined responsibilities for managing natural

resources in the marine environment as identified in Coastal Management Plans. The
proposed model to control marine pests is only supported in part.
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RECOMMENDATIONS
That the attached questionnaire be approved as the Council’s response to Biosecurity New

Zealand on the proposed partnership model for future marine pest management, including
future management of Undaria.

| Purpose

To ascertain your agency’s level of support for the Undaria partnership model and
commitments your agency is prepared to make to implement the model over time.

Background

Undaria was accidentally introduced into New Zealand in the mid to late 1980s. Since its
arrival, Undaria has spread around the coast by natural means and by fouling on vessels and
equipment that move around the country. It is now widespread.

Technical advice has indicated that completely eradicating Undaria from New Zealand
waters will not be possible. Control of very localised Undaria populations is possible, and
eradication of highly localised populations may be possible if these are detected at a very
early stage. Any management needs to focus on the protection of high value sites, preferably
sites that Undaria cannot spread to naturally.

With this in mind, funding for a national programme for Undaria — to protect five high value
areas, being the Chatham lIslands, Fiordland, Stewart Island, Abel Tasman National Park
and the sub-Antarctic Islands - was considered in 2004 and was not able to be funded. That
decision was made by Ministers accountable for both biosecurity and the wider environment,
following a process that prioritised the Undaria programme against other biosecurity and
environmental projects. Funding to undertake wider marine biosecurity programmes was
allocated as part of the same process. The new programmes focus primarily on preventing
new invasive organisms arriving and establishing in New Zealand waters and include:

e Baseline surveys and long-term monitoring at high risk ports
e Establishment of a national surveillance programme

e Developing incursion response tools

e Development of marine response capability and systems

e Biofouling risk assessment across vessel types

e Mapping marine values

e Ballast water compliance work

e Establishing taxonomic capability

e Communication strategy
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In 2005, to explore options for managing Undaria in light of the decisions above, central and
regional government chief executives (the Biosecurity Central/Regional Government Forum
or BCR) commissioned work on this issue, establishing a working group that comprised
representatives from regional government (Auckland RC, Environment Southland, Tasman
DC & Otago RC), Biosecurity New Zealand, Ministry of Fisheries and the Department of
Conservation.

The working group developed a partnership model, which will enable central and regional
government to improve marine pest management capability over time, including an increased
level of protection for high value marine areas and using Undaria as a flagship species, to
encompass:

e Raising awareness about marine pest management and how organisations and
individuals can contribute to this.

e Further building a coordinated marine pest management capability across central
and regional government.

e Slowing the spread of Undaria and other potential/future marine invasive species.

A copy of the paper that sets out the proposed model in more detail is attached (Paper to the
Biosecurity Central Regional Government Forum, titled For Discussion — Future
Management of Undaria Report Back, dated 8 November 2005).

This partnership model was considered by the BCR on 8 November 2005, which agreed that
the proposal represents a reasonably pragmatic approach to an issue that had got away, but
did not agree to the model. Instead, they asked MAF to proceed by seeking the views of
each regional council about the model and report back at the next forum (from draft minutes
for the BCR Forum held on 8 November 2005). In discussion with regional council officials
after this meeting, it was acknowledged that it is important to seek the views of central
government agencies with marine biosecurity responsibilities as well as those of regional
councils, and to do so by way of questionnaire.

The BCR previously noted (4 August 2005) that agreement on future management
arrangements [for Undaria]l may be needed ahead of the Biosecurity Strategic Unit project to
clarify roles and responsibilities in pest management'. The Undaria work will not set a
precedent in this area but may provide assistance in developing a template for future marine
responses. The model will undoubtedly need to be refined and improved over time, in
particular as oceans policy and aforementioned roles and responsibilities work produce fruit
over the next few years hopefully.

All agencies have acknowledged that marine biosecurity presents some significant
challenges — technical, political and financial. Central and regional agencies have worked
well together to find a pragmatic way forward and a partnership approach that will lead to real
progress in the marine pest management area. The outcome - this partnership model - will
only be effective if each agency is positioned, able and willing to work through the various
challenges and make tangible commitments. This questionnaire is designed to tease out
whether implementing this model is realistic and achievable and if the commitment is there.
The commitment Biosecurity New Zealand has given up front is that if the support and
commitment is there across central and regional government it will appoint a national co-
ordinator to drive collective progress.

' The Biosecurity Strategic Unit is undertaking policy work to clarify the pest management roles and
responsibilities of central government, local government and other stakeholders, including for future
management of marine pests.
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How questionnaire information will be used

Questionnaire results will be consolidated as a basis for reporting back to the BCR (when it
next meets on 20™ April 2006), and to inform a decision from BNZ on whether it will establish
a national Undaria coordinator role. The BCR paper will outline the level of support for the
model and any proposed refinements to the model, and provide agency specific information
on tangible commitments to implement the model. It will also include a recommendation from
BNZ on whether there is sufficient support and commitment to implement the model, and to
resource a national co-ordinator.

The questionnaire is split into three parts.

For Part’s 2 & 3, you are asked to state tangible commitments that your agency is prepared
to make in relation to the different components of the model (i.e. the components set out in
the paper to the Biosecurity Central Regional Government Forum referred to above).

We are seeking information on the types of activities and/or programmes your agency is
currently funding or is prepared to fund/jointly fund to implement the model, and an indication
of the size or extent of these. Some examples are given below to indicate the level of detail
we are requesting:

o We are not prepared to contribute to public awareness activity at all.

o We are prepared to establish regional surveillance sites (i.e., at regionally significant
ports and mooring facilities) to complement national surveillance sites, and initiate
collection of baseline information. In the short term the number of surveillance sites is
likely to be modest (3-5 sites), with a view to expanding this activity over the
subsequent 3 years (10-15 sites). We envisage ongoing surveillance will be carried
out on an annual basis. We plan to initiate design of these programmes, including site
selection and survey methodology, in October 2006, and will be seeking technical
support to assist this.

o We are prepared to attempt eradication of Undaria at location X and Y, and to
suppress established populations of Undaria in Z marine reserve. Eradication has
already commence at location X, with all sporophytes removed, and we envisage this
is a 4 year operation (monthly surveillance, hand removal of sporophytes, steam
treatment of heavily fouled wharf piles, removal & fresh water treatment of fouled
mooring lines) at an overall cost $150k per annum.

o We are prepared to appoint a national coordinator (0.3 FTE) as described in the
model from 1 July 2006, subject to there being sufficient regional activity to
coordinate.

o We are prepared to include provisions in our Coastal Plan & RPMS, and accordingly
use conditions on any consents or permits, to require the total control of Undaria and
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other high risk marine species at ports, mooring facilities and aquaculture sites. We
will initiate this as part of the next review of our Coastal Plan, which commences in
January 2007, and as part of the next review of our RPMS, which is currently
underway. Any changes to the consents process as a result of amended Coastal Plan
provisions are likely to come into effect from September 2007, and RPMS provisions
are likely to come into effect from October 2006.

Environment Canterbury believes that primary responsibility for the management of marine
biosecurity must remain with central government. Environment Canterbury is willing to
support central government in a limited capacity such as through the use of Coastal Plans
and coastal permits issued under the RMA. However, even in these circumstances national
consistency should be applied through guidance in the New Zealand Coastal Policy
Statement.

Question 3: What improvements to the model does your agency suggest?

The management of marine pests cannot be undertaken on a pest by pest basis. Further
analysis is required to provide a robust response framework, including addressing the
capacity of various agencies to respond and the identification of appropriate funding. It is
recommended that the scope and applicability of Undaria management programme be
broadened to a wider range of marine pests by focusing on internal vector control from sites
of high risk (major ports) to sites of national interest (minor ports and harbours).

VARIANCE COMMENTARY ON FEBRUARY 2006 RESULTS

Air Quality $1,055k unfavourable

e Incentives Scheme — Air ($1,279k unfavourable): The uptake of full assistance subsidies has been
higher than budgeted this year. A loans scheme commenced in February 2006 with the intention of
increasing participation while maintaining the same cost to ratepayers.

e Air Quality Investigations ($51k favourable): A grant from the Sustainable Management Fund was
carried forward from the 2004/05 year. Project expenditure has also been deferred due to trouble
finding a replacement Timaru site.

e Air Quality Monitoring ($33k favourable): The monitoring programme is currently on track and
expenditure will come back in line during the later months of the year.

e Natural Resources RP — Air ($109k favourable): Chapters one to three are not on target due to
additional hearings being required. The national environmental standards have also meant that the
output for Timaru has been rescheduled to 06/07.

Emergency Management $87k favourable
e CCC & BPDC Training ($32k favourable): A timing difference exists between receiving user pays
revenue and training expenditure. The project is on target and will be on budget at year end.
e Public Information — Civil Defence — Regional ($34k favourable): Main expenditure is scheduled to
occur during the last quarter of the year.

Coastal Environment $122k favourable
e Regional Coastal Environmental Plan ($63k favourable): Issues in relation to water space allocation
are currently being worked through. These issues relate to coastal occupation charges and
aquaculture implementation.

Energy $23k favourable

e Regional Energy Strategy ($31k unfavourable): Costs have been incurred in relation to energy
seminars however these costs will come back into line with budget. Currently coordinating
stakeholder working group meetings and progress towards updating the draft energy strategy.

e Energy Management ($21k favourable): Work on this project has been delayed due to other
priorities, however the Energy Demonstration project is now getting underway and expenditure will be
incurred to levels budgeted by year end.

e Energy Resource Monitoring ($19k favourable): A survey report is currently undergoing a lengthy
peer review and the project is likely to be under budget at year end.

Land and Biodiversity $260k favourable

e Sustainable Land Use Practices Promotion ($137k favourable): Income is higher due to an
unbudgeted grant from the Biodiversity Condition Fund for the protection and enhancement of Lake
Pearson wetlands. Due to a delay in replacing a staff member, expenditure is lower than budgeted.
The position has now been filled and activity within this project will increase.

e Landscape, Ecology & Heritage Monitoring ($72k favourable): Planning is underway to determine
how goods and services should be spent on the protection and enhancement of sites of significance
on reserve lands.

e Regional Identity ($35k favourable): A grant from the Biodiversity Fund in relation to Wetlands was
carried forward from the 2004/05 year.

e Urban Development Strategy ($25k favourable): Work has been slower than anticipated due to a
change of key staff member at the Christchurch City Council. Also currently awaiting an invoice for
work completed to date.

e Living Steams Communications ($24k favourable): Expenditure will increase in the coming months
however a favourable variance of $10k is estimated for year end.

e Tenure Review ($38k unfavourable): A greater number of tenure review proposals have been
received that initially anticipated. There have been a larger number of proposals notified up to the
end of December than for the whole of 2004/05.

e District Planning Liaison — Land ($41k unfavourable): Environment Court related costs have been
higher than budgeted however it is anticipated that these will reduce in early to mid 2006. Costs are
expected to exceed budget at year end due to this reason.

Hazards $156k unfavourable
e Advisory — River Engineering ($80k unfavourable): Un-programmed work on managing gravel
extraction was not budgeted for and has required additional staff time.
e Earthquake Hazard and Risk Assessment ($34k favourable): A number of consultancy studies are
currently underway and the invoices for this work will be received in the coming months.
e Catchment Works In Rating Districts ($136k unfavourable): All work to date has been as per




programme and the project is expected to be on budget by year end.

Regional Reserves ($39k favourable): Lease income has also been higher than budgeted due to
rental reviews increases taking place after budgeted income was set.

Ashley Floodplain Hydraulic Modelling ($29k favourable): Expenditure within this project will come
back into line in the later months of the year.

State of the Environment Report — Natural Hazards ($29k favourable): The template has now been
developed and writing is now underway.

Natural Hazards Investigations ($88k unfavourable): Two large consultancy invoices were received
in January however very little expenditure will occur during the remainder of the year.

Navigational Safety $31k favourable

Harbour Bylaw Enforcement ($39k favourable): The number and types of incidents occurring has
meant expenditure is lower than that budgeted.

Pest & Biosecurity $388k favourable

Bovine TB Management ($21k unfavourable): Operational work is ahead of the budgeted work
programme.

Canterbury Contribution to the NPMS for Varroa Bee Mite ($136k favourable): ECan’s contribution
will be made later in the year.

Surveillance of Potential Pests ($56k favourable): The second and final payment to maintain pest
control capabilities in Canterbury has not yet been made.

Containment Control Plants Compliance Insp — Old Mans Beard ($36k favourable): This project is
currently on target and actual expenditure will come back into line over the year.

Wilding Conifer Control ($74k favourable): The contract has now been awarded for removals and
expenditure will come back into line during the coming months.

Rabbit Population Trend Monitoring ($23k unfavourable): The collection of field data has been
completed and analysis of results is ahead of schedule.

Plant Pests Threats to Biodiversity ($24k favourable): Wild Thyme and Bell Heather control
commenced in January.

CC Plants Biological Operations — Rating Districts ($22k favourable): Some bioagents have been
collected and released however most of the available agents are now well established in Canterbury
region, so expenditure incurred will be lower than budget.

Pest Management Investigations ($22k favourable): The second round of blood sampling in relation
to the RHD Programme is now underway and expenditure will come back into line with budget.

Public Passenger Transport $188k unfavourable

Passenger Services Tendering & Contract Mgmt ($73k unfavourable): The overspend in this project
is due to a number of commercial and contracted services being handed back, requiring either
variations or re-tendering. Additional legal and consultancy expenditure has been required.
Passenger Services Contract Payments CHCH ($190k favourable): Higher than budgeted grants
have been received from Transfund.

Passenger Service Ticketing ($44k unfavourable): An investigation is taking place into alternatives to
the Clearing House as the present system is operating at capacity. A ticketing system upgrade is
scheduled for April/May. Additional cost is due to prolonged negotiations.

Passenger Contract Payments South Canterbury ($28k unfavourable): Expenditure is higher than
budget due to inflation indexing and revised contracts. This has been offset to some degree by
increased grants.

Passenger Service Information ($163k unfavourable): Expenditure is higher than that budgeted due
to additional costs associated with the November route changes.

Public Passenger Transport Monitoring ($26k unfavourable): An increased focus is being placed on
the complaints process.

Total Mobility ($24k favourable): Expenditure is lower due to low take up of wheel chair hoists. Taxi
fare rises also appear to have impacted on customer use.

Regional Land Transport $207k favourable

Road Safety Co-ordination ($43k favourable): LTSA grants have been budgeted to be received later
in the year and so will be back in line with budget by the end of the financial year.

Regional Land Transport Strategy ($115k favourable): Due to delays in the public consultation
process the Christchurch-Rolleston and Environs Transport Study project will now not be completed
until the 2006/07 year. The budget for the final stage of project may need to be carried forward into
the next financial year.

Stock Effluent Disposal Sites ($46k favourable): Transit New Zealand has postponed construction of
the Kaikoura stock truck effluent disposal facility due to an unexpected high tender price and an
unsuccessful bid to obtain additional funding. Transit NZ will re-tender this work for construction in the
next financial year.



Waste, Hazardous Subs and Contaminated Sites $131k favourable

Regional Hazardous Waste Management Strategy ($47k favourable): Work is underway and will
come back in line with budget during the year. Contractor invoices will be received later than
budgeted.

Regional Hazardous Substances Management ($22k favourable): Consultancy costs will be incurred
later in the year than budgeted and expenditure will come back into line with budget at this time.
Contaminated Site Information Management ($34k favourable): Awaiting invoices for work
completed.

Water Quality, Quantity and Ecosystems $404k favourable

G/Water Investigations, Drilling & Testing ($47k favourable): Expenditure is down due to the loss of a
staff member and additional work required on consents.

Surface Water Quality Investigations ($31k favourable): Programmed work has been delayed by
Didymo surveys, however it will be starting again over the coming months.

Surface Water Resource Investigations ($81k favourable): Additional work on monitoring has been
partially offset by a reduction of investigation work. This is planned to even out during the year. The
remaining variance is currently being investigated.

Surface Water Resource Monitoring ($147k unfavourable): Additional work on monitoring has been
partially offset by a reduction of investigation work. This is planned to even out during the year. The
remaining variance is currently being investigated.

Natural Resources RP — Water ($243k favourable): Notifications haven’t occurred as early as
expected due a number of factors including staff capacity.

Minimum Flow Establishment ($51k favourable): Notifications haven’t occurred as early as expected
due a number of factors including staff capacity.

Canterbury Strategic Water Study ($53k favourable): Work is currently underway on Stage 3 of the
study and further expenditure is now occurring as funding has been received from the Ministry of
Economic Development.

State of the Environment — Water ($24k favourable): The template has now been developed and
writing will be progressed during the later months of the year.

Groundwater Quality Investigations ($25k favourable): Field investigations began in November 2005
and expenditure will come back into line with budget.

Groundwater Resource Monitoring ($21k favourable): Water level/pressure monitoring, and Lysimiter
data collection & archiving, is currently up to date. Expenditure is forecast to be on budget at year
end.

Water Resource Monitoring ($28k favourable): Flood and drought reporting is behind because of
Selwyn/Rakaia hearing work taking priority.

Opihi River & Catchment RP ($39k favourable): NRRP Variation 2 has diverted staff from working on
this project.

Water Care ($82k unfavourable): The work programme is currently ahead of schedule however due
to unforeseen complexities extra staff time has been required. Funding for Lake Pearson project will
be received from external bodies later in the year.

Regqulation $58k favourable

Advisory Services ($42k favourable): Staff time on these projects is reduced due to a combination of
leave, vacancies and work required on other projects.

Resource Consent Compliance Monitoring ($101k unfavourable): Staff have been diverted to other
projects which has affected the margin earned on this user pays activity.

RMA Enforcement ($77k favourable): Enforcement activity has been lower than expected during the
year to date.

Annual Compliance Monitoring Report ($39k favourable): Annual reports are to be completed later in
the year.

Permitted Activities Compliance Monitoring — Air — North ($57k favourable): Expenditure will come
back into line with budget by year end.

Democratic Process $686k favourable

Public Information — Corporate ($111k favourable): Due to work on the Annual Report & LTCCP staff
time on this project has been lower than expected.

Long Term Council Community Plan — LTCCP ($24k favourable): The draft LTCCP has been
completed and audited however we are still awaiting invoices for audit fees and for printing to be
completed.

Plan Implementation & Effectiveness Monitoring Systems ($152k favourable): Staff time is under
budget as staff are fully committed at this time of year, however activity will increase during the year
although the staff budget is unlikely to be fully utilised by year end.

Chatham Islands Council Services ($351k favourable): This contract commenced in February 2005



and the full amount was not utilised by balance date resulting in some funds being carried forward to
this financial year. In addition staff have been fully occupied on ECan projects during the first half of
the year and have had less time available for work on CIC. This is expected to change over the next
few months.

Liaison Tangata Whenua ($78k favourable): Requests for Liaison staff time have been higher than
budgeted.

Regional Strategy ($27k favourable): There are a number of initiatives using these funds and it is
expected that the budget will be fully utilised by year end.

Council Elections ($56k favourable): Due to 2005-06 year not being an election year, expenditure will
not be incurred but will be taken to reserves for use in election year.

Portfolio Strategic Communications ($32k favourable): Activity within this project will occur between
February and June.

Ratepayer Servicing ($33k unfavourable): Expenditure should move closer to budget in the coming
months however the demand for enhanced communication aids may impact later in the year.
Portfolio Management ($33k unfavourable): Portfolio Managers and convenors have required extra
time on this project. This will be offset by less time being spent on other projects.

Resource Management Award ($21k favourable): 2005-06 is not an award year, however costs in
relation to advertising and promotion of next years award will start to be incurred in April.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is for the Council to consider appointing the third member of the
Conduct Review Board to enable the process for alleged breaches of the Code of Conduct to
be put in place by way of a Conduct Review Board motion if that was ever required.

BACKGROUND

At the request of the Council Chairman, this report is presented for Council to consider
appointing the third member the Conduct Review Board (the Board). The Board consists of
the Chairperson, Deputy Chairperson and one person who may not be an elected member of
the Council

The Council undertook the review of its Code of Conduct (Code) at the Council workshop
held on 5 October 2005 and confirmed an amended Code at the October Council meeting.

DISCUSSION

Section 4.3 of the Code states — “Compliance with the code, by members, will be monitored
by a Conduct Review Board (the Board) consisting of the Chairperson, Deputy Chairperson
and one person who may not be an elected member of the Council. If any alleged breach is
against the Chairperson or Deputy Chairperson that member will not be a member of the
Board.”

Section 4.4 of the Code states — “The board may investigate an alleged breach on its own
motion.”

Should the process outlined in Section 4.4 be required to consider future breaches of the
Code, Council has named only two members of the Board.

In considering whether to make an appointment, Council should be mindful of the possible
need to have the flexibility to bring on to the Board expertise as required given the particular
situation that the Board may face at any given time. It may be appropriate to consider
including additional wording to cover cases as they may arise.

Should the Council wish to amend the Code, such amendments require a resolution
supported by 75 per cent or more of the members of the Council present.

If the Council does not wish to appoint the third member of the Board, Council could consider
amending the Code to indicate how section 4.4 (The board may investigate an alleged
breach on its own motion) might be initiated when required.

THE PROPOSAL

It is proposed that the Council considers appointing the third member to the Board and in so
doing gives consideration to the need to maintain flexibility to ensure that the appropriate
capability is on the Board to respond on a case-by-case basis. It is considered appropriate
for the Council to appoint a non-elected member as the third member of the Board, and for
the term of appointment for the third member to coincide with the electoral term of the
Council. This would allow review of the appointment when the Code is reviewed early in
each triennium, as required under section 4.11 of the Code.

RECOMMENDATION

That the Council considers appointing the third member to the Conduct Review Board.
