Media
Any media so long as it can be posted safely and scanned.  It could be created with pastel, pencil, crayon, felt, paint, 
collage or computer designed with photos.

Format
Designed on A4 paper, portrait size

Recognition
The winning entries will be shared with decision makers – the Christchurch City Council (CCC), Environment Canterbury 
(ECAN) and the Canterbury Earthquake Recovery Authority (CERA). There may also be an opportunity to speak to your 
design. In addition highly commended entries will be posted on our national website www.enviroschools.org.nz 
The winning entry will receive a $40 book voucher and be published in our next Chatterbox newsletter.
