carried on all craft

SPEED OF VESSELS
- Keepto knots or less within:

- som of a person in or on the water
- som of another vessel
- If you are making a wash, you will most likely be
exceeding knots
- You must be at least 15 years old to operate a power boat
- It takes three to water-ski - have a lookout on board
TIPS
- Keep a proper lookout for others in and on the water
- Keep well clear of other water users
- Watch the weather
- Make sure your vessel is well maintained
- Make sure you have enough fuel
- Don’t mix drinking and boating
- Beaware of hazards

THINK AHEAD
You should know what to do in the event of:

- Engine failure

- Fire
- Someone falls overboard Each vessel alters course to starboard
- Sinking (right hand side)

Your crew should be briefed on:
- Where safety equipment is located and how to use it
- What to do if the skipper is incapacitated
