Objectives
Ensure earthworks and vegetation cleamnce do not
increasethe risk of slope instability, induce soil
erosion,concentraterunoff, causedegradationof
water quality, or damage watercourses, property,
road or rail transportlinks.

2 Ensure earthworksand vegetation clearance do not
adversely affect areas of natural character,
outstanding natural features or landscapes, areas
of significant indigenous vegetation and significant
habitats of indigenous fauna, mahinga kai areas or
sites of importance to Tangata Whenua.

Policies
Promote land use management that avoids undue
soil disturbanceor vegetationremoval.
